Engage students in a discussion using the following questions as a guide:

• What do you think are some of the challenges wildlife face? (Habitat, food sources, etc.)
• How do you think people can help protect animals?

(She's trying to learn how warmer weather might make life 
harder for northern birds like the snow bunting—how they stay 
warm and raise their babies—so we can help protect them).
