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Circular Economy vs Linear Economy
In a linear economy, resources are used to make products, 
these products are used, and then thrown away. 

A circular economy keeps materials in use longer by 
designing packaging and products that can be reused 
again and again when recycled.

they can be used to make 
something new.

• Uses fewer natural resources, which protects our environment.

• Keeps recyclable materials out of landfills.

• Saves energy that would be needed to make new products.

• Reduces greenhouse gas emissions by cutting down on 
extracting, moving, and processing resources.

• Materials are then sold to end markets, such as manufacturers, and are transformed 
into new packaging or products.
